 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 15

 (A) IF AN OBSTETRIC ULTRASOUND EXAMINATION IS PERFORMED AT 19 
ANY TIME PRIOR TO THE PERFORMANCE OR INDUCEMENT OF AN ABORTION OR 20 
THE PHYSICIAN PERFORMING OR INDUCING THE ABORTION DETERMINES THAT 21 
AN ULTRASOUND EXAMINATION WILL BE PERFORMED AS PART OF THE 22 
ABORTION PROCEDURE, PRIOR TO THE PERFORMANCE OR INDUCEMENT OF THE 23 
ABORTION, THE PHYSICIAN SHALL: 24 
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  (1) PROVIDE THE PREGNANT WOMAN RECEIVING THE ABORTION 1 
THE OPPORTUNITY TO VIEW THE ACTIVE ULTRASOUND IMAGE OF THE EMBRYO 2 
OR FETUS;; AND 3 
 
  (2) OFFER TO PROVIDE THE PREGNANT WOMAN WITH A PHYSICAL 4 
PICTURE OF THE ULTRASOUND IMAGE OF THE EMBRYO OR FETUS. 5 
 
 (B) THE PHYSICIAN SHALL COMPLY WITH THE REQUIREMENT OF 6 
SUBSECTION (A)(1) OF THIS SECTION AT NO ADDITIONAL CHARGE TO THE 7 
PREGNANT WOMAN. 8 
 
 SECTION 2.  AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 9 
October 1, 2010. 10
