About the 2010 Roll Call Votes

Several pro-life bills were debated
and killed in committee. In the
Senate, the Senate Finance
Committee considered a seminal
piece of pro-life legislation requiring
abortion facilities to report the
number of abortions performed and
various demographic information
about women seeking abortions
such that communities in need can
be cared for more effectively.
Maryland is one of just 4 states
nationwide that does not collect
abortion statistics. Consequently,
we have no way to identify the needs
of women facing unwanted

pregnancies, nor do we have the
ability to evaluate efforts to reduce
the unplanned pregnancy rate. The
bill failed narrowly, by a vote of 5-6.

The House Health and Government
Operations committee considered
numerous pro-life bills.

House Bill 742 would have required
the Stem Cell Research Commission
to publish the number of patients
treated due to taxpayer funded stem
cell research in their annual
summary of research. The bill failed
8-15.

The Committee also considered
House Bill 746 which would have
required abortions after 24 weeks
gestation to be performed in a
hospital. Hospitals have a higher
standard of care and practice
mandated by state regulation. This
would seek to ensure safety of
procedures even the pro-abortion
forces admit carry additional risk
compared to earlier abortions. The
bill failed 8-15.

Each chamber debated a budget
amendment which would have
eliminated the mental health
justification for having a taxpayer
funded abortion in Maryland’s
Medicaid program. A plethora of
studies have been published
showing abortion is more
threatening to a woman’s mental
health than carrying a pregnancy to
term. The definition of mental
health pursuant to Doe v. Bolton is

“enduring the discomforts of
pregnancy” and to “deprive a woman
of her preferred lifestyle”. This is
abortion on demand as illustrated by
about 99.8% of all Maryland
Medicaid abortions using this
justification.
